I am sincerely grateful to all of the local governments that provided a submission in response to
engagement that took place from October 2023 through January 2024 on the modernization of regulations
for local authorities and for disaster financial assistance. All feedback we have received from local
governments will be considered as part of our work to develop regulations under the EDMA. There is also
a five-year review of the Act that is mandated under the legislation.
